Repentance

It is the necessary mental shift
that allows a person to
access, experience, and live in
the kingdom of God on earth.



Kingdom of Heaven

The place where God’s throne is
Heaven is my throne and

earth is my footstool.
Isaiah 66:1



Kingdom of God
Heaven’s influence (culture,

laws, principles) on the Earth.

Thy kingdom come thy will be
done on Earth as it is In
Heaven. Matthew 6:10



Most of our Preaching
Is about how to get into
the kingdom but not about
what the kingdom is.



And Jesus, walking by the
sea of Galilee, saw two
brothers, Simon called Peter
and Andrew, casting a net
into the sea; for they were
fishermen.



Semikhah (Rabbinic authority)
That conferred the right of a
rabbi to issue his own
interpretation of the law or
“yoke”



Take my yoke upon you, and
learn of me; for | am meek
and lowly in heart; and you
shall find rest to your soul.

Where one person is the leader
(the speaker saying it) and the
other is the follower (the person
being addressed) It involves
submission to authority.



Relational
Discipleship is fundamentally
relational, mirroring the
intimate loving relationship
Jesus had with his disciples



Relational
Follow Me: Follower and the
leaders life become intertwined
e Do life together
e Spending time together
e Bonding together



Relational

Follow Me: Require mutual
commitment, dedication and
loyalty from the follower. The
willingness to obey and trust the
leader, even through challenges



Relational
Follow Me: Leaving behind
old identities and priorities
and adopting a new way living
aligned with the leader’s
example and teachings
